Comments or Observations: In the attached photo log, please note earlier photographs
for comparison purposes. Location and site maps are attached for reference.

The bottom of the slope in the northwest corner of the capped site continues to be wet
and muddy. It is possible this is the location of a spring, given its proximity to the
Jordan River and occurrence in a low-lying area. This area had a slope failure during
the remedial action in 1996-98.

It has been two years since the site has been mowed. As can be seen in the attached
photographs, the grass is long and very dry, creating a fire hazard. The property owner
IS responsible for mowing the site at least annually.

The cap that was exposed in one of the trenches dug on the top of the cap in April 2004
by Pacific West was finally repaired this past quarter.
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Redevelopment is occurring on the site. New fill material is being brought in, laid out
and compacted, primarily over the eastern portion of the cap. The four surcharge areas
remain on site for the on-going settlement study.

FOLLOW-UP to 11-23-05 Inspection

If checked "No” on Visual Inspection Checklist, follow-up action included:

1. Inspection Action: #3. The site is not free from ponding of surface water. Water
continues to pond at the surface in the northwest corner of the site near the fenced
gate. This is an area of previous slope failure during the remedial action cleanup. It is

possible a spring is located in this area.

Steps Taken to Remediate: No remediation undertaken. The property owner is
responsible for conducting geotechnical studies and determining necessary actions.

2. Inspection Action: #8. The interceptor trench is not accessible due to vegetative
overgrowth. The City/ Site owner is responsible for maintaining accessibility to the

trench outfall.

Steps Taken to Remediate: The interceptor trench is operational, if not accessible.
The Drains are accessible and operational. The City has cleaned out the drains in their
easement area between the western property fence and the Jordan River. The property
owner is responsible for clearing out the drains at the foot of all the slopes, in addition to
clearing the drains of vegetation between the bottom of the slope and the green fence.
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
