Additional Comments or Observations: Photos depicted in the attached log were taken on May
13, 2009 except where otherwise noted. Location and site maps are also attached for reference.
The peak water flow recorded at the Jordan River 90" South gauging station on May 13, 2009
was 927.6 cfs. Current and historic water flows for the Jordan River at the 90" South gauging
station can be obtained at http://www.pweng.slco.org/flood/streamFlow/index.cfm.  Trees
observed growing on the cap’s surface during this and the previous inspection need to be
removed by the property owner who is responsible for the removal of trees and other deep rooted
plants growing on the cap’s surface. Some debris was observed at the culvert inlets for the outfall
drains and should be removed by the property owner. Approximately 12 inches of water (Photo
36) was observed in the bottom of Manhole/Drain “F” during this inspection and is thought to be
the result of elevated flows observed in the Jordan River.
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Conditions and Recommendations noted in May 13, 2009 Inspection

1. Inspection Action: #1. Redevelopment is not occurring at the Site, but it continues to be
evaluated for potential development by the current property owner.
Steps Taken to Remediate: No action required by UDEQ.

2. Inspection Action: #3. Ponding of surface water was observed on the graded surface

associated with Bingham Junction Boulevard.
Steps Taken to Remediate. The property owner should ensure proper grading of the site

in order to avoid ponding and allow for proper drainage of surface water.

3. Inspection Action: #6 Ruts were observed (Photo 21) in the access road constructed at
the south east corner of the site and provide a preferential pathway for erosion. During
this inspection it appeared that surface water has been channeled down these ruts
resulting in erosion of the slope.

Steps Taken to Remediate: The property owner should grade the road surface and take
proper measures to avoid any future erosion of the sloped surface at this location.
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
