Conditions and Recommendations noted in the August 17, 2011 Inspection

1. Imspection Action: #1. Redevelopment is not occurring at the Site, but it continues to be
evaluated for potential development by the current property owner.
Steps Taken to Remediate: No action required by UDEQ.




Additional Comments or Observations: Photos depicted in the attached log were taken on
August 17, 2011. Location and site maps are also attached for reference. The peak water flow
recorded at the Jordan River 90" South gauging station on August 17, 2011 was 990.5 cfs.
Current and historic water flows for the Jordan River at the 90" South gauging station can be
obtained at http://www.pweng.slco.org/flood/streamFlow/index.cfm.

Some of the maintenance issues identified during the previous quarterly inspection have been or
were being addressed by the property owner. A contractor hired by the property owner was
observed during this inspection mowing the vegetation along the perimeter area and fence
damage observed during the previous inspection has been repaired. Removal of trees and brush
growing on the cap’s surface has not been completed. However, the contractor that was mowing
the vegetation indicated that they had also been hired to remove trees and brush growing on the
cap’s surface.

Photos of Jordan River inspection areas “A”, “C”, and “D” were not obtained due to safety
concerns associated with high flows in the Jordan River. Visual observations made at these
inspection areas found no obvious signs of erosion or undercutting of the river bank.

Wet and muddy soil conditions were observed near drain/manhole “G” (Figure 4). Given the
close proximity of the interceptor trench to the observed condition, it is recommended that an
evaluation of the interceptor trench be performed to determine a potential cause.
