Conditions and Recommendations noted in 2/20/08 Inspection

1. Inspection Action: #1. Redevelopment is not occurring at the Site, which continues to
be evaluated for potential development by the current property owner.
Steps Taken to Remediate: No action required by UDEQ.

Inspection Action: #2. During the previous November 2007 site inspection the locking
chain for the north Main Street gate was observed to be too short for proper locking of

the gate.
Steps Taken to Remediate: The chain has been replaced and the gate was properly

locked during the February 2008 site inspection.

Inspection Actions: #4 & #5. Several pot holes to determine the depth to the geo-

composite membrane were observed during the November 2007 and February 2008 site
inspections. These pot holes have yet to be backfilled by the property owner who
indicated in November 2007 that these potholes would be backfilled as soon as surveying
was completed. During the February 2008 site inspection approximately 18 to 20 inches
of snow was observed in the bottom of the pot holes. Prolonged exposure to sunlight and
physical damage resulting from site workers or trespasser activities could possibly
compromise the integrity of the geo-composite membrane at these locations.

Steps Taken to Remediate: The property owner needs to complete their study and
backfill the pot holes as soon as possible. The property owner should also evaluate the
geo-composite membrane for any potential damage and repair the membrane as

necessary.

Inspection Action: #10 & #11. Several areas along the banks of the Jordan River have
been eroded, particularly at Inspection Area B and are in need of repair in order to
prevent additional erosion and potential intrusion of the river into the site.

Steps Taken to Remediate: The UDEQ has consulted with EPA about erosion along the
Jordan River (Inspection Areas A through E) and options for repairing those areas in
conjunction with Jordan River riparian work adjacent to the Midvale Slag Superfund Site
are being evaluated.

Observation. During the February 2008 inspection, a section of chain link fence near the
north east 7800 South gate has been cut and vehicle tracks entering the site were

observed.
Steps Taken to Remediate: The property owner needs to repair the fence as soon as

possible in order to restrict access to the site.
