Additional Comments or Observations: Photos depicted in the attached log were taken on
August 18, 2010. Location and site maps are also attached for reference. The peak water flow
recorded at the Jordan River 90" South gauging station on August 18, 2010 was 113.9 cfs.

Maintenance concerns identified in previous Quarterly Site Inspection Reports have been
addressed by the property owner and included the removal of trees and brush growing on the
cap’s surface, fence repair and mowing of vegetation along the site’s perimeter. However, some
small trees and brush were missed during maintenance-related work and were observed growing
on the cap’s surface during this inspection. These smaller trees and brush need to be addressed in
ongoing maintenance activities conducted by the property owner along with fence repair (Photo
12), cleaning the inlets of culverts draining surface water away from the cap and into the Jordan
River, and repair of vehicle ruts.

Photos of the Jordan River Inspection Area “A” were not obtained during this inspection duc to
construction activities near this location and closure of the Jordan River Parkway Trail.
